Mayor’s Committee on Affordable Rental Housing
 Purpose
In response to the desire to increase the availability of affordable rental housing in the community, and the increased number of development applications that include rental housing, the Town is interested in developing an affordable rental housing policy that would allow the Town Council to:
1. Support the Affordable Housing Strategy statement of “Focus on the development of affordable rental housing for a variety of lifestyles, which includes studio units, supportive housing units, universal access units, and units for families.
2. Consider affordable rental housing issues in the context of the full spectrum of affordable housing needs and resources that exist throughout the community. 

3. Provide policy guidance to applicants, the community, and the staff regarding the Council’s interests in affordable rental housing.
The Committee will begin work in March/April and present a proposed policy to the Council in September, 2013.

Charge
 The charge for the committee is:
· Use research and data available and the expertise of the Committee to develop for Town Council consideration, short, medium and long term options, consistent with the Affordable Housing Strategy and Chapel Hill 2020, that meet the community’s affordable rental housing needs that the Council could apply to development applications that propose rental housing; and 
· To foster collaborative conversations among the Town, the private sector and other community stakeholders to explore possible partnerships and financial resources to increase the availability of affordable rental housing in Chapel Hill.
