Draft Recommended Traffic Calming Plan-Phase I:
· Town staff will discuss the details of the following traffic calming devices at the February 25th Community Meeting.
· Draft plan will be revised and finalized after receiving input from residents.
· Traffic calming plan will be installed by the Wegmans Developer prior to the opening of the store.

1) No Through Truck Signs on Legion Rd Extension, Garden St, Scarlett Dr between Legion Rd and Garden St, and Cooper St, and Standish Dr 
2) All-way Stop Control at Garden St and Scarlett Dr (at both ends)
3) Wayfinding signs at the intersection of Legion Rd and Scarlett Dr
4) Install traffic diverter on Cooper St at Old Durham Rd (no right-turn and no left-turns from Old Durham Rd to Cooper St)
5) Electronic Speed Display Sign on Legion Rd Extension and Standish Dr
6) All-way Stop Control on Standish Dr at three intersections (at Elderberry Dr, at St Thomas Dr, and Bluefield Dr)
[bookmark: _GoBack]Six months after opening of the store, traffic studies will be conducted on the residential streets.  Results of the studies will be reviewed with area residents. Phase II traffic calming plan will be developed and implemneted if needed.
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
