6. Where is the truck entrance to Wegmans	
Response: The truck entrance for Wegmans is located with access on Old Durham Road just to the west of Standish Drive.

7. Is there a pedestrian bridge or protected crosswalk to cross Old Durham at Wegmans traffic circle	
Response: The Wegmans development will be providing a crosswalk for pedestrians crossing Old Durham Road just to the east of the traffic circle. Please see the plan shown in Question #1.

8. How does the proposed redesign of Old Durham Rd connect with Durham County	
Response: See response to question #5.

9. Especially worried about Legion Road Extension	
Response: Recommending “no through trucks” signs and other traffic calming devices in the area. Town staff will discuss more details at Monday, October 25th meeting. 

10. Would like "No Thru Traffic" signs and speed humps on Standish Dr	
Response: Recommending all-way stop control at several intersection on Standish Dr.  
Recommending no-through truck signs.  Town staff will discuss more details at Monday, October 25th meeting.

11. Would like to know the impacts on connecting roads and neighboring streets

12. Cannot see around corners when exiting Standish Drive  (onto Old Durham Road). Bushes are not trimmed enough and hills obstruct vision
Response: NCDOT and Town staff are working on resolving the issue.
	
13. Widen or alter East Lakeview Drive to accommodate more volume	
Response: As part of the Wegmans development, the following improvements to East Lakeview Drive are required:
Fordham Boulevard and Lakeview Drive/Eastowne Drive intersection: Prior to issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy, the developer shall improve the intersection with the following:
a. Convert southbound approach to include dual left-turn lanes (with 300 feet of delineated storage) and a new through/right-turn lane (with 300 feet of storage).
b. Widen northbound Lakeview Drive approach for an auxiliary right-turn lane with 350 feet of storage and provide right-turn overlap signal phasing.
c. Lengthen existing eastbound US 15-501 through/right-turn add lane from 100 feet to 300 feet minimum of full storage with appropriate transition taper.

14. Re-time light at East Lakeview Drive and US 15-501	
Response: As part of the development approval, the Wegmans developer has provided a $30,000 payment for traffic signal retiming along the US 15-501 corridor. Signal timings will be reviewed and revised as needed.

15. A feeling that it’s a long wait to turn from East Lakeview Drive onto 15501
Response: As part of the development approval, the Wegmans developer has provided a $30,000 payment for traffic signal retiming along the US 15-501 corridor. Signal timings will be reviewed and revised as needed.

16. Consider a traffic light at East Lakeview Drive and Old Durham Road
Response: As part of the development approval, the Wegmans developer has provided a $150,000 payment for traffic improvements in this area, possibly including a traffic signal.

17. Community members are not just worried about Wegmans traffic but are worried about overall development near the area	
Response: Town and NCDOT is evaluating traffic in the area and will continue to work together to address the future growth.

18. Would like to see a no turn onto Cooper St from Old Durham Road	
Response: We feel this will not allow residents and their guests to enter into Cooper St.

19. Egress only from parking lot onto Cooper Street	
Response: Town staff recommending no right turn and no left turns from Old Durham Rd to Cooper St.  .  Town staff will discuss more details at Monday, October 25th meeting

20. Traffic calming implemented on Cooper Street	
Response: Town staff recommending no right turn and no left turns from Old Durham Rd to Cooper St. No through truck signs will be installed. Town staff will discuss more details at Monday, October 25th meeting.

21. Stoplight at East Lakeview/Old Durham intersection	
Response: As part of the development approval, the Wegmans developer has provided a $150,000 payment for traffic improvements in this area, possibly including a traffic signal.

22. Add roundabout at Legion Rd and Scarlett Dr	
Response: currently, all-way stop control is provided at this intersection.  A roundabout is not feasible due to the limited right-of-way. Wayfinding signs will be added on Legion Rd to Scarlett for Wegmans Center which can reduce vehicles going through the residential streets.

23. Egress only for service trucks from Wegmans on Old Durham Road.
Response: The proposed plan limits Wegmans service trucks to Old Durham Road.

24. Stop signs at Garden St and Scarlett Dr intersection	
Response: Recommending all-way stop control at this intersection.

25. Speed tables on Bluefield	
Response: Not recommending speed tables at this time but recommending all-way stop control at several intersection on Standish Dr.

26. The possibility of Wegmans providing a shuttle service to and from the store	
Response: Town staff will forward this interest to the Wegmans developer for further consideration.
	
27. Worried regional shoppers may not be familiar with local roads and traffic calming measures.	
Response: Wegmans will be providing wayfinding signal for visitors leaving the site directing traffic to I-40 and US 15-501.

28. Would like us to keep in mind the service road intersection when we are planning for future development/redesign of intersection.
Response:  Any future redevelopment of the adjoining SECU (former BCBS building) would include changes to the service road/US 15-501 intersection. The Wegmans development has provided cross access easements to the adjoining property in the event of redevelopment.

29. Neighbors would like a copy of the traffic study of the Wegmans development.

30. Do not want rezoning on Legion Road Ext. to commercial.

31. Would like us to address the damaged roads from construction.	
Response: Part of the development process requires a bond from developers for road work within the public right-of-way. The bond is not released until the work is accepted by the Town and NCDOT.

32. Worried that lots along north part of Legion Road Ext will be rezoned for parking.
Response: The Town has not received a request for rezoning. It would be necessary for any zoning process to receive Town Council authorization. 
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
