QUESTION: The budget also assumes a significant increase in parking fines. What is this based on and is it appropriate in the current environment?

RESPONDENT:   Meg McGurk, Community Safety Planner
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RESPONSE: Through the first three quarters of the current fiscal year, we received $172,183 in parking fines and $32,565 in parking ticket late fees.  We based the FY 2021 budget off of the data from the current year which indicated an upward trend.  These increases also reflect the new meters will a full year of implementation.  In the previous year, there was a grace period in which little to no enforcement was happening due to getting the new system in place.  Also, the technology associated with the new meters offers more robust enforcement through real time monitoring.
